(February 10, 1922-March 15, 2003)

Ross Capshaw, a native of Oklahoma, came
to the Silver City area when he was a
sophomore in high school. Ross (as he was
known) was Lorn into a musical family, This
love of music stayed with him for life. He
played a clarinet in 7th grade band. During
this time, he also learned to play the violin,
drums, French horn, and the bass. By the 8th
grade, Ross was playing with a trio in dance
halls in Kansas. When the family moved to
New Mexico, he continued his musical career
by forming another trio that played at
nightspots around the country. His big break
came when the members of the trio were paid
$5.00 per night to play at the Casa Loma
Nightclub. Ross and his trio became a
popular band around Grant County when he
was only 16.

Ross met Lucille Myers when his piano
player didn't show up for an engagement.
Lucille, a classical pianist, quickly learned to
play Jazz piano and she became a regular with

the trio. Ross and Lucille were marred when
he turned 8. They were married for 61
years.

Ross enlisted in the Navy on June 7, 1942.
He was trained to be a radio operator and was
stationed initially at Coronado Air Station in
San Diego. His air group flew anti-sub patrols
over the Pacific Ocean. During World War 11
and until 1946, Ross played with bands in the
San Diego area. He played at the famous
Coronado Hotel and at other venues with
groups such Kay Kaiser and Harry Bobbit.

In the fall of 1946, Ross returned to Silver
City for an engagement at the Casa Loma and
at that time decided to enroll at New Mexico
Western College (now WHNMLU) to earn a
degree in music education. Dr. Abramo
Parotti provided Ross with formal training in
music. Ross continued to perform on
weekends at the Casa Loma and at man
the college dances. '

Ross composed the music for the
University's fight song, which is still in use
today. He was very active on campus,
participating in student government an
various clubs.

Upon his graduation in 1950, Ross
work for the El Paso Independent Schoo

District at El Paso High School as a band
instructor. He held many positions in the
school system. The last 27 years of his carcer
were spent as the Director of Arts for EPISD.
During his tenure with the schools, he and
Lucille were performing regionally with the
Ross Capshaw Quartet.

Thank you Ross Capshaw for your musical
gift to those of us who knew and loved your
music. Thanks for the memories!

(Ross passed away on March 15, 2003. His

wife, Lucille, his children Ida Stedman, Kenny
Capshaw and Randall Capshaw survive him.

The exciting fourth movement from the Symphony Fastastique was scored for the
Goldman Band by Erik Leidzen. The work has a title well calculated to stir the
imagination. The clarinet theme interpolated near the end of the work is a melody
which appears in each of the five movements. Berlioz in his Memoirs reports that at
the scheduled first performance, this piece “created a perfect furore amongst the
players.” Berlioz, always seeking sounds of huge proportions, had employed eighty
musicians to add to the usual fifty members of the orchestra which had planned to
do the symphony. Such confusion resulted from a shortage of chairs and music
stands and the piece itself, which was revolutionary for its time, was cancelled at
the concert. It is still a most exciting bit of musical fare.

Ross Capshaw has provided a legacy to
the El Paso Public Schools — instriumental
programs that meet five days a week.

Capshaw nurtured and builta model. Firsta
band director for five years, he was ap-
pointed supervisor of Instrumental Music,
then moved through advancing offices until
he was Superintendent of Fine Arts. He
established the All-City band and the El
Paso Youth Symphony. Although he retired
from active teaching in 1982, he continues to
be active in the music community in El Paso
and Texas, currently serving the local
musician’s tnion as president and secre-
tary-general.

Gordon Epperson, professor emeritus of
the University of ‘Arizona, has had a distin-
guished career as cellist, teacher and author.
He continues to concertize, adjudicate, con-
duct masterclasses, and is noted for his work
with cello choirs. He initiated and edited for
eight years the cello forum in the American
String Teacher. His Art of Cello Teaching was
published in 1980by ASTA.
